He's Pretty Heavy, He's Your Brother. 
Brother JT is John Terlesky. He was born in 1962 and lives somewhere in eastern 
Pennsylvania. He claims to be a 'free-lance writer slash musician'. 
  
Brother JT has always had fundamental problems fitting in with the WORLD. He has 
responded to this dilemma by writing many, many songs. 
  
A lot of the songs were performed by the Original Sins, the garage/pop group JT sang 
and played guitar in from 1987 to 1998. The Sins played countless beer-fueled shows in 
tiny bars, toured America and Europe, opened for the Kinks, Replacements, Ramones, 
Butthole Surfers, Buzzcocks,etc., got a few videos played on "120 Minutes", and made 
about 10 albums, none of which sold too many copies. 
  
Most of the rest of the songs went under the 'Brother JT' monicker, suggested by a 
writer/benefactor who noticed his resemblance to a defrocked monk. These songs were a 
bit more ambiguous than the frustration-stoked Sins material, often having to do with 
altered states of consciousness and theo-sexual obsessions. Brother JT has recorded 
about 10 albums, none of which have sold too many copies. 
  
Despite the lack of remuuerative success, however, Brother JT just keeps writing songs. 
"I still don't fit in anywhere," he says between sips of iced tea, "but I think I'm beginning to 
LIKE it".
